We have been informed today that your child has been selected by the exam board to 
attend the practical moderation day at Millfield School, Street, Somerset on Friday 20th 
March.

The day will be hosted by Millfield School and other schools will be attending. The purpose 
of the day is to ensure that the practical grades given across all schools are consistent and 
fair. Your child will shortly be told which sports they will be performing in on the day. 
 
Students are required to wear the full Wadham PE kit and to wear/bring a tracksuit or 
similar to wear when not active. Wadham leavers hoodies are perfect. 
 
Students should bring: 

• Personal medication as required. (i.e. asthma inhaler) 

• A packed lunch plus lots of additional snacks and drinks. 

• Equipment required to take part in the activity (i.e. a hockey stick, shin pads etc for 

hockey). Equipment can be borrowed from the school if arranged in 

advance. 

• A mobile phone to update parents with our expected return time as it’s likely we will
