Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
We would like to begin by thanking you for your continued support and cooperation 
in maintaining our high standards of uniform. We are extremely grateful for the 
current levels of compliance and appreciate the positive impact this has on our 
school community. A consistent and smart uniform helps to promote a strong sense 
of pride and belonging amongst our students. 
 
We are writing to remind you of some updates to our uniform policy which will be 
coming into effect from September 2026. 
 
From September 2026, all new Year 7 students will wear the new uniform. This 
will consist of: 

• A red Wadham polo shirt 
• A newly designed black V-neck jumper with the Wadham logo 
• A non-branded school skirt, in line with current school policy. 

 
There will be a phased transition for existing pupils at Wadham to move to the 
new jumper. It is expected that all existing pupils will be wearing the new school 
jumper by September 2027. Any new purchase of a school jumper from 
September 2026 should be the new design. 
 
For existing pupils, skirts will need to be in line with the school policy by 
September 2026 or earlier.  
 
School Policy  

Skirt – Plain black 
knee length.  

Skirts must be plain black and not cling to the legs.  
Skirts made from stretchy materials e.g. elastic or Lycra, are 
not acceptable. 
 
Skirts must be a sensible length with the shortest length 
acceptable being just above the knee – the bottom of the skirt 
should not allow any part of the thigh to be seen.  
 
Skirts must not have any form of ornamentation. 
 
Jeans or jean style denim or canvas skirts are also not 
acceptable.  
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Below are examples of school skirts that are acceptable.  

 
 
Skirts purchased from School Shop 
 
Skirts will be available for pre-order from the school 
shop from after half term. Sample sizes will be available 
to try on before purchasing.
