The Incumbent or Priest in Charge (as the case may be) of the
Benefice in which the school is situated for the time being who shall
be an ex-officio govemor.

The Archdeacon of Taunton (“the Archdeacon”) may appoint a
substitute governor for such term as he/she shall decide not
exceeding the period permitted by the regulations to fill a vacancy in
the ex-officio governorship.

In the event that the Archdeacon requires the removal of an ex-
officio foundation governor such person shall immediately cease to
be a governor.

i. 1 person as is appointed for the purpose by the Bath and Wells

Diocesan Board of Education on a joint nomination from Crewkerne
and liminster Parochial Church Councils. A Foundation Governor
(other than an ex-officio Foundation Governor) may continue to act
until the expiry of his or her term of office notwithstanding the school
ceases to be within the ecclesiastical parish whether as a result of a
change of the boundary, constitution or extent of ecclesiastical
parish or the removal of the school to a new site.
