This unit aims to explore the drama space, boundaries and 
safe working practices.  Students will explore games and 
exercises that will develop confidence, creativity and an 
understanding of the 5 things:

Using levels 
One point of Focus 
Facial expressions and eye contact 
Use of space 

This unit focusses on moving from still images to 
movement through the medium of Mime.  Using physicality  
and elements of Laben techniques to develop an 
understanding of how to show weight and size to imaginary 
objects, alongside a purpose of movement to ensure 
audiences understand context and that young actors can 
develop convincing character and scenes. 
 

 Moving from mime into Melodrama; looking at stereotypes of the 
Damsel in Distress, Hero and Villain, alongside the sidekicks.  
Starting with the physical aspects of the characters and moving on 
to developing stories, and the use of the voice to create 
contrasting characters within the genre.
